The Corinth Fire Department responded to 462 emergency calls in the year 2006. The number of calls increased 15% from 2005.  The Corinth Fire Station is now staffed Monday thru Friday, from 7 a.m. to 5 p.m. and the phone number at the station is 285-3303.  Your Fire Department responded to 16 building fires in 2006, the largest being a large storage building at Thomas Farms that resulted in a loss of over $150,000.00.  The addition of the ladder truck that was donated to the town has been a huge asset; the truck went into service in April and has been used several times. This piece of equipment provides our crew with a safe platform to work from at heights up to 85 feet.  In 2006 thru donations and fundraisers the Fire Department has established an ice and cold water rescue team, and at this time I would like to thank Lieutenant Mark Roy for obtaining the required equipment and training the members in the use of the equipment. During 2006 41 firefighters attended 2,368 training hours. The busiest month of 2006 was October with 52 emergency responses.
